 In BUILDINGS, a disconnected frame _ HAS NO SUPPORT_ . 
 
    2.  IT’S LIKE BEING _ JOINED TO A BODY __. 
“… In Christ's Body we're all connected to each other.  When you lie to others, 
you end up lying to yourself.”      Ephesians  4:25 (Message)  
 
“Just as there are many parts to our bodies, so it is with Christ's Body.  We are 
all parts of it, and it takes every one of us to make it complete, for we each 
have different work to do.

4.  IT’S LIKE BEING __ BORN INTO A FAMILY ___.

“You will all be joined together, and you will give glory to God the Father of our 
Lord Jesus Christ.  Christ accepted you, so you should accept each other, 
which will bring glory to God.”

 In a FAMILY, a disconnected member _ FEELS UNLOVED _.
